Short Description
European network of cycling trails. It is a project of the European Cyclists' Federation, whose goal is to build fourteen long-distance bicycle routes across Europe. The total length of the routes is expected to be over 70,000 km. These trails are for bicycle touring across the continent; They are built based on the existing network of local, regional and national cycle routes and paths, combining them into one system. EuroVelo is co-financed by the European Union. International circular cycle route network EuroVelo running around the Baltic Sea with a total length of 8539 km. Polish section of the trail with a length of 588 km runs through the areas Zachodniopomorskie, Pomerania and Warmia-Mazury.

The best prepared and most diverse in terms of sightseeing is a section of the trail runs along the German coast of the Baltic Sea.

Why - Objectives - motivations
A characteristic feature of the route of EuroVelo is to ensure safe driving conditions and comfort of the rider. Good marking routes or functional parking space is a showcase of these routes. Surface routes is the main road, built of concrete blocks or mineral surface, remains a part of the track gravel. With 80 routes capable of staging points to where you can relax or take refuge in case of unfavorable weather.

The project is focused on the promotion, development and Commercialization of the bicycle tourism product in the South Baltic countries based on the EuroVelo 10 route, using the natural and cultural tourism resources of the regions covered by the program.

Individual tasks in the project are Implemented as part of the assumed work packages, the most important concern of Which WP1 Management and Coordination; WP2 Communication and dissemination; WP3 Strategy, research, database; WP4 Cooperation network, online tools; WP5 promotional activities; WP6 - innovative pilot investments. The Pomeranian Tourist Board as the Lead Partner of the project coordinates the implementation directory of all tasks, with a Particular emphasis WP1, WP2 and WP5.

The main elements of the project include:
- Quantitative and qualitative research of cycle tourists on the EV10 route

- Establishment of a coherent and uniform information base on cycling tourism in the regions covered by the project along the EV10 route

- Development of a uniform information system regarding to the route

- Development of a long-term strategy for the development of the further Top EV10 covering the South Baltic area

- Training the workforce of informants and Establishing a lasting cooperation between the tourist information centers, situated along the EV10 route, in order to provide your proper information about the route

- Establishment of a network of business partners creating an offer for bicycle tourists along the route (travel agencies, carriers ferry, accommodation facilities, etc.)

- Preparation of promotional tools and Implementation of an information and promotion campaign about the route using marketing tools, dedicated a key target groups and opinion leaders.
The planned result of the project is the Increased popularity, Attractiveness and visibility of the seaside tourist attractions of the South Baltic area, connected, promoted and integrated as a common, cross-border, sustainable, active tourism product - the cycle route of the Baltic Sea section on the Copenhagen-Gdańsk.
